Learn the Meaning of Patience

John the Baptist prepared for the coming of Jesus.  He knew that he was not worthy to be a prophet.  He grew in patience.  Visit an elderly person or someone in the hospital.  Sit and listen attentively and give comfort.

Gifts of Patience

Often we have to wait—at the red light, shopping line, crossing the street, etc.  What happens when we have to wait?  As a family, write on a slip of paper something positive to do when waiting.  Put it in a CAN OF PATIENCE.  Each week, choose a patience practice.  At the end of Advent, offer the CAN OF PATIENCE to the Baby Jesus.

Stained Glass Windows

Take time to look around your parish Church.  Is

there a stained glass window that represents John the Baptist?  What story does it tell?  If there is not, choose one of the windows and share what the window teaches.  Design an invitation with time and place for the parish penance service.  The invitation could begin with: “Will you come with me to the Penance Service?”  Be willing to pick up your friend.  Give your telephone number.

“Lamb of God”





John the Baptist’s Divine Calling was to foretell the coming of Jesus the Christ, the Lamb of God.  He is typically represented as a hermit, as a man carrying a lamp, or as a single lamb.  Cut, color, and place the lamb in the stained glass window.
