A recent School Administrator magazine title caught my attention.  It was titled “Missing the Mark”.  Although the 

article content was testing and assessment, I had just finished reading the September issue of Educational  

Leadership.  Every article, written for public educators, was about respect.   

 

Many laudable ideas are expressed in this issue. Teachers are encouraged to ask students about their  

relationships while building a democratic classroom and school climate.  Teachers are reminded that bullying is 

also a problem of values but must rely on a humanistic approach that offends no one.  Programs are encouraged 

to promote win-win strategies rather than a win-lose one.  It even tackles the issue of lack of respect among 

adults saying that teachers who are stressed, unhappy, and feel unsupported, are more likely to treat their  

students with disrespect. One article even takes the “religion” step by saying that if our schools are going to  

dispel the stereotypes and build relationships, then we need to go beyond modest increases in teaching about 

religious traditions. 

 

Laudable ideas indeed but missing the mark!  When my sister bought her first home, my father went with her to 

several viewings and she received a lesson that pretty doesn’t count if the foundation is crumbling.  So to, Jesus 

warns us about a house (program) built on sand and encourages us to a strong foundation.  Respect is part of 

our foundation in Jesus Christ and all our building of relationships flows from this.  In our schools and  

religious education programs, we need to be clear about this foundation.
